Exhibition Dedicated to Breaking the Siege of Leningrad

Do you know how many years have passed since one of the most terrible events of
the Great Patriotic War — the siege of Leningrad? This year marks the 80™
anniversary of the lifting of the blockade. It lasted 872 days, from September 8,
1941 to January 27, 1944. But as you know, Leningrad contained a large number of
exhibits of our country’s cultural heritage. What happened to them during this
period? What happened to the collection of cereals and potatoes during the
starvation? Let’s find out.

In our school, in honor of the anniversary of the breakthrough of the siege of
Leningrad, an excursion dedicated to this terrible event was organized. We got a
unique opportunity to learn more about those difficult times and about some facts
that we didn’t know about before.

The exhibits of the Hermitage.

It has always been a mystery to me how so many cultural treasures were preserved
in the conditions of terrible bombing, fires and destruction. It was here that I found
out why we can still admire the paintings of the Hermitage. It turns out that all the
most valuable paintings were immediately evacuated to the Urals, and the frames
remained hanging in their places. When the blockade was lifted, the exhibition
began its work a week later! It really struck me.

Preservation of grain and potato collections.

The Institute of Crop Production kept a huge collection of cereals and rare types of
potatoes and it was not possible to evacuate them. Therefore, the staff of the
institute was on duty for several people, making sure that the collections were not
spoiled or eaten by hungry residents. Some employees died of starvation, but not a
single sample with seeds was opened. Everything remained in perfect condition.
This was of great help for the restoration of agriculture in the post-war period.

Terrible hunger and joy of victory.

We were told about the ribbons symbolizing the lifting of the blockade, which had
green and olive stripes. In addition, we clearly saw the daily allowance of bread,
which was given out on the cards and realized how little it was to satisfy hunger.
We also listened to the message about the lifting of the siege of Leningrad and saw
the fireworks and joy of the people who were able to survive this terrible time. At
the end of the tour, we were offered tea and crackers to fully immerse ourselves in
the dark atmosphere of the blockade.

This tour allows you to better understand and feel what the residents of this city
went through, and to feel the great victory of the Soviet people over fascism. This
1s an important historical part of Russia that should not be forgotten.
