Scientific description.

The squirrel is a cute animal found in forests and

sometimes in urban environments.

A rodent from the squirrel family, a forest animal. Wild
animal, small size 20-30 cm, weight-up to 1 kg., with a fluffy
long tail, it is a source of valuable fur. Squirrels live both in the
taiga and in mixed forests, adhering mainly to old massifs
(trees) rich in forage.

The tail is 2/3 of the body length and is used by the
squirrel as a rudder. Jumping to a nearby tree, she catches the
air currents with it and maneuvers.

The tail is probably the most important part of the
squirrel's body. It not only helps her balance in flight, but also

serves as a blanket during sleep.
