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Daurian Hedgehog

The name of the animal is very unusual a Daurian Hedgehog. Its body length
Is approximately 19-25 cm. Especially large individuals in rare cases can reach 30
cm. The body weight of one adult is 500-1100 g.

The animal lives on the territory of Russia, namely near the Chita and Amur
regions, central and Southern Transbaikal Rail way part of the territory of which was
previously called the Daurian lands .This gave the name to the animals living in its
areas: the Daurian marmot, the Daurian crane and also the Daurian hedgehog.

The maximum size of the Daurian hedgehog is 30 cm, in autumn, the weight
can reach 1400 grams. It is a small animal with an elongated muzzle and small
antennae, small eyes and short but strong prickles. Its are less prickles sharp than
those of an ordinary hedgehog because they are directed not upwards but backwards.

The life expectancy of the Daurian hedgehog is from 3.5 to 7 years in natural
conditions and up to 8 years in captivity (for example, in a zoo). The female feeds her
offspring with milk for 1.5 months. After that, the hedgehogs are gradually weaned
from it, and by 2 months they become independent.

The Daurian hedgehog eats small mammals (hamsters, pipits), eggs and chicks,
snakes(skids), frogs, Mongolian toads, berries (rosehip, dogwood). By autumn,
hedgehogs get very fat.

In hibernation lie: males - in the second-third decade of August, females and
one-year-old hedgehogs - in mid-September, youngsters - in late September-early
October.

The Daurian hedgehog is an insectivorous mammal of small size. Of all the
representatives of the ezhov family, this species was the least studied, since it leads a
secretive, closed lifestyle. Of all the existing hedgehogs are the least prickly and most

ancient animals.
