NAMATHUK-®OHTAH

Bodenwerder is the hometown of Baron Munchausen,
traditionally rich in various monuments dedicated to the
memory of Munchausen. There are a lot of monuments to
Munchausen in the town, but the most famous of them is the
sculptural fountain depicting the baron riding half a horse.

The monument-fountain to Baron Munchausen is
located in the park, in front of the former manor of the baron
(now it houses the city hall and the museum of Baron
Munchausen). The monument was erected in 1963. The base
of the monument is made of sandstone, and the figures of the
rider and the horse are cast in bronze.

The fountain-monument to Baron Munchausen is most
visited during city festivals and holidays dedicated to the
memory of the baron. At such moments, the monument is
actively visited by tourists and locals, and various tents are
set up in the surrounding park, whose owners offer visitors to
the park to play some kind of entertaining game or simply
sell souvenirs.
