Ruslan'i loyal to Lyudrﬂa, he really |O\ﬁs her and is rea‘y to sacrifice ewrything for
her. The monument is the horse on which Ruslan sits, dressed in mail and a helmet. He looks
thoughtfully in front of him, longing for a dear friend Lyudmila, behind the saddle of a brave
knight arsenal of weapons - a shield, a mace, a sword and a spear, because the hero knows
pthat he will haverto fight withtherevil sorcerémBlackmore, andithis fight will fetibe easy.
Next to the hero stands a stone on which the words of the poem are written, starting with

the phrase "... There's a Russian spirit, there's a Smell of Russ..." The commemorative
composition became a decoration and landmark of Tagan Park. The pedestal is depicted in
-the form of a H)cky road on chh there is a ha'se with Ruslan,-against a stone-with words
from the poem. On it there is a sign with the author of this' monument. The monument
"Ruslan and Lyudmila" was placed in Yekaterinburg because of Fyodor Petrov. He decided to
mmdecorate the sculpture of Ruslan.Tagansky Parlgin Yekaterinbutg,and his monument turned
out to be simply magnificent.
