Essay - description of the monument to Baron Munchausen
from the work of R. E. Raspe
" the adventures of Baron Munchausen»

On August 28, 2004, a monument to the literary hero Baron
Munchausen from the work of R. E. Raspe "the adventures of Baron
Munchausen"was erected in Moscow near the Molodezhnaya metro
station. This interesting monument was created by the sculptor A. Y.
Orlov. The sculpture depicts the Baron at the moment when he pulls
himself and his horse out of the swamp. The monument is made of
life-size bronze. The sculptor depicted the Baron dressed in a uniform,
boots and a cocked hat. On his clothes the sculptor presented all the
small details of clothing: buttons, pockets, lapels, belt. We see a sly
smile on the Baron's face. Also, his face is decorated with a beautiful
thick mustache. From under the cocked hat, curls stick out on the sides,
and behind we see a pigtail. The sculptor depicted the Baron pulling
himself out of the swamp by the pigtail with his left hand. In the
Baron's right hand is a bridle, by which he pulls a sinking horse. On
the left side of the Baron's scabbard hangs a saber. The body of the
horse and the Baron's shoes are covered with liquid swamp mud. The
Baron holds the horse's body tightly with his legs.

The monument itself is set on a small black pedestal. Next to the
monument on the wall there is a special stand on which the most
popular phrases of the Baron are written, which have become winged.
In this monument, the sculptor tried to show us the Baron as he is
represented in the work of R. E. Raspe: positive, simple, wise and
naive. There is a monument to Baron Munchausen not only in
Moscow, but also in other cities of Russia and even the world.

Essay-description of the monument ""Ruslan and
Lyudmila™ from the poem by Alexander Pushkin
""Ruslan and Lyudmila™

In Ekaterinburg in Tagansky Park there is a monument to Ruslan,
the hero of the poem by Alexander Pushkin "Ruslan and Lyudmila".
The sculptural composition was created by F. A. Petrov. The
monument represents Ruslan on a faithful horse. Ruslan holds the
horse's bridle in his hands, and he looks thoughtfully ahead of him,
probably pining for Lyudmila. Ruslan is wearing chain mail and a
helmet. On the side of the faithful horse hang the sword and shield of
the hero. Behind Ruslan, who is sitting on a horse, is a spear.

The sculptor depicted Ruslan strong and determined, ready to fight
for his beloved. Ruslan's horse is represented in the composition as a
powerful, graceful horse with a silky mane. Ruslan's faithful
companion humbly waits for the master's order. The sculptor used a
small pedestal, and it seems that along the road paved with
cobblestones, Ruslan rides on his heroic horse. Petrov's entire
composition conveys the atmosphere of the time when the events

described in the poem take place.
