Essay - description of the monument Ruslan
and Lyudmila

"Ruslan and Lyudmila" — the first completed poem by
Alexander Pushkin; a fairy tale inspired by ancient Russian
epics.

The poem "Ruslan and Lyudmila™ is a fairy tale written
in 1818 — 1820. Russian folk folklore, Russian epics and
popular stories inspired the author to create the work.
Pushkin's poem "Ruslan and Lyudmila™ is full of elements
of grotesque fiction, colloquial vocabulary and good-
natured irony of the author.

There is no inner creativity in it; but there is creativity
of expression; in it is heard a word that has escaped into the
free space of life; the utterances and turns of language
appear here in all their purity and power.

The most famous sculpture dedicated to the heroes of
the poem by the great Russian poet Alexander Pushkin is
located in one of the most picturesque places in
Yekaterinburg.

Behind Ruslan, who is sitting on a horse, is a spear. He
will fight with the evil Chernomor, to save the beautiful
Lyudmila. Next to the hero is a stone on which words from
the poem are written, starting with the phrase: "... there is a
Russian spirit, there is a smell of Russia..."
