Munchausen

Baron Karl Friedrich Hieronymus von Munchausen-
German Baron, captain of the Russian service and narrator,
who became a literary hero. Munchausen's name has
become a household name for a man who tells incredible
stories.

Since the XII century,
almost 1300 people have gathered on the family tree, about
50 are still alive today.

The literary hero Munchausen is no longer a German,
but rather a man of the world.

He traveled a lot and told various stories about it.

He called himself "the most truthful man on earth."

The image of Munchausen is presented not only in the
stories of R. E. Raspe. There are many monuments to him,
and Munchausen is depicted as a Jolly inventor who flew
on a ball, climbed the moon, rode half a horse, or pulled
himself out of a swamp by his hair.

The monument to Baron Munchausen in the city of
Kremenchug is installed in Puckered square. It is always
crowded. Not everyone knows that the Baron, after a not
very successful flight to the moon on the core, secretly lived
in this city on the Dnieper, so there is a monument there.
