Monument to Baron Munchausen, the most famous and
great dreamer

The first stories about the adventures of the cheerful Baron
appeared at the end of the XVIII century. Their Creator, Erich
Rudolf Raspe, either heard funny stories in the company of
neighbors, or read something similar in one of the
magazines. This remained unknown. But the character
described by him, his cheerful disposition, his ability to
fantasize fell in love with readers all over the world so much
that people began to put up monuments to Baron
Munchausen, make movies and cartoons about him, draw
comics.

Monument to the Baron in Kaliningrad in 2005 to the 750th
anniversary of the city of Kaliningrad was made a gift. A
monument to Baron Munchausen appeared in Central Park.
In Kaliningrad, this is the first post-war memorial sign to
perpetuate a German. The gift came from Bodenwerder, and
with it the accompanying persons, the Baron's countrymen.
The author of the composition is Georg Petau, a master of
artistic forging.
