Ruslan and Lyudmile

The author of the monument to Ruslan and Lyudmila
Is the Kiev sculptor S.D. Koshelev. The monument is located
In a unique children's museum of open-air sculptures, which
Is called "The Glade of Fairy Tales." The museum is located
in one of the most beautiful corners of the southern coast of
Crimea. The monument "Ruslan and Lyudmila™ was donated
to the "Glade of Fairy Tales" by the Zhytomyr Museum of
Local Lore.

Lyudmila - Princess,
the youngest daughter of Prince Vladimir. Ruslan is the
prince, the groom of Lyudmila, who saved her from
Chernomor.

Ruslan sits on a mighty horse. In his arms is the
sleeping beauty Lyudmila. They rush home to ancient Kiev.

The monument is made of burnt clay and covered with
green glaze. Next to the monument is a small artificial
reservoir.

The monument causes a sense of pride, because in
order to save his beloved, the Russian hero is ready to go to
the right death.
