Description of the monument

There are many interesting sights to be found in Kaliningrad.
But there are those that are simply impossible not to notice.
The monument to Baron Munchausen is just one of these.

The monument has its value not only as a work of art. The fact
is that this monument is the first sculpture to a German
erected in Kaliningrad since the city became Russian.

Everyone knows that the literary hero Baron Munchausen had
a prototype - Karl Hieronymus Friedrich Baron von
Munchausen. And he once visited Kaliningrad. This happened
during the baron's trip to St. Petersburg and on the way back.
It is made in the form of a vertical steel plate, in which the
silhouette of Munchausen is carved, which flies on the core.
The author is Georg Patau, a talented German forging master.
On the pedestal itself there are inscriptions "Kaliningrad" (on
the one hand) and "Konigsberg" (on the other). Thus, the
authors of the project tried to emphasize the connection
between the German and Russian history of the city. This work
of art was created for a reason, but in honor of the anniversary
of the city. On the 750th anniversary of Kaliningrad, residents
of the German city of Bodenwerder presented this sculpture to
Kaliningraders. It was installed in the Central Park of Culture
and Leisure on June 18, 2005.
