Amur Tiger

The Amur tiger is a predator from the cat family, the genus of panthers, a class of
mammals. The largest predator. It is a symbol of the Far East and is listed in the

International Red Book.




Tigers are solitary in their way of life and live for years in the same territory, if there is
enough food around. The basis of the diet of carnivorous animals is meat. One adult Amur
tiger eats from 8 to 20 kilograms of meat per day. Hunting of the Amur tiger is strictly
prohibited. Breaking the rules, and poaching is strictly punishable by law. The law banning
hunting of Ussuri tigers was adopted in 1947. Eight years later, another law came out, which
strictly prohibits the capture of tiger cubs of this species, even for zoos and kennels. The
Amur tiger is considered one of the most beautiful, graceful and powerful predators on the
planet. His strength and power are amazing. Today, humanity is putting a lot of effort and

resources to correct its mistake, which almost led to the death of the entire species.

The Arsenyev Trail

Endless taiga enveloped the hills of Sikhote-Alin in the north of the Primorsky
Territory. Now there is the largest nature reserve of Primorye — Sikhote-Alinsky. The route
"Arsenyev's Path" is deservedly considered the most difficult route of the reserve. Since its
length reaches 56 km. Vladimir Arsenyev is a researcher of the Far East, geographer and
writer. It was he who went this way, exploring the hills and taiga of Primorye. Arsenyev

spends weeks wandering around the taiga: hunting, collecting various topographical and

geographical information. Before him is an unknown land, which has been dreamed of for so

many years. What could be more tempting than to open this land to science!




According to Arsenyev, such trips are actually very boring, but only work helps to

cope with the monotony. But when you walk through the forest without work, you "do not

notice how time flies, forget adversity and put up with hardships.” By this example, the

author shows that nature calms a person, distracts from problems. Arsenyev understands that

communication with the forest enriches a person, makes his life more full.
