Layout on the topic: "Arsenyev's Trail»

Our class was asked to make a layout on the topic: "Arsenyev's Path" worked on
the layout for 7 years.

V. K. Arsenyev is a Russian traveler, geographer, ethnographer, writer, researcher
of the Far East, military orientalist. He wrote his book «Dersu Uzala. Through the
taiga» based on his travel diaries. He colorfully described the flora and fauna that
he saw during an expedition through the taiga with his friend and guide, Gold
(Nanai).

All the trees were made by the students of the 7th grade from household and
construction materials. The clearing where the trees, shrubs and animals are
located is made of moss. The hill is made of mounting foam and egg shells. The
layout shows a forest ranger's house made of matches that is located near the
Ussuri River, which was made of liquid glass.

Also on our layout there are representatives of fauna-wolf, fox, lynx and flora-
birch, oak, various mushrooms.

White Hare

The white hare (Lepus timidus) is a mammal of the genus of hares of the order
hare-like. A common animal of the north of Eurasia. The white hare lives in the
tundra, forest and partly forest-steppe zones of Northern Europe, Russia,
Kazakhstan, and northwestern Mongolia.

The appearance of the white hare depends on the environment in which it lives.
So, for example, the length of the body together with the head ranges from 43 to
61 cm. The length of the tail can be from 4 to 7 cm, and the length of the ears,



from 7.6 to 10.6 cm. The white hare is endowed by nature with wide paws, the
feet and pads of which are covered with a thick hair cover.

The white hare is an energetic animal, especially in the evening and morning
hours. In the daytime, it sits in a burrow, which reaches a depth of 1.5 m, in
tundra zones, the hare can dig a hole up to 7-8 m and uses everything for
permanent shelter.

The white hare is a harmless and defenseless animal. He has many natural
enemies. Both young and adult hares are easy prey for predators.

For humans, the hare is now the subject of hunting, that is, entertainment, and
earlier people hunted hares for the same purpose as predators - the hare was
food for humans.

White hares are not only not cowards, but their courage would be the envy of
anypredator.

The teeth of white hares are not as strong as many people think.
White hares are not stupid, on the contrary, the animals are extremely smart.

The food preferences of white hares, which live in colder areas, are much more
modest.

The white hare usually expresses a good mood with a peculiar purr that
resembles a cat's.

The hares are an order of mammals with only 2 families and 66 species. These
include peeps, rabbits, and hares.

Hares are the most common among them, there are 48 species of them. Hares
are among the animals that can be found everywhere, except in Antarctica and
Australia. They can live in forests, meadows, deserts, tundra, and swamps.
Despite the fact that rabbits and hares are closely related animals, they do not
interbreed with each other. Families of hares live only on their own territory and
never run into someone else's, even in times of danger.

Hares are required to move actively for at least 4 hours a day, otherwise their
bone tissue will be susceptible to an osteoporosis-like disease. Therefore, if you
decide to have a rabbit, provide it with the opportunity to run and jump at least in
the squirrel wheel.

The length of the paws of hares is different. The left and right pairs differ from
each other by a few centimeters. Because of this, the hares are constantly
looping, coming out on their own trail.
