The Amur or Far Eastern hedgehog (lat. Erinaceus amurensis) lives in the south of
Khabarovsk Krai and in the Amur region (on the floodplains of the Amur and
Ussuri rivers). It is most often found in river valleys and lower parts of slopes
covered with coniferous-broadleaved forests with rich undergrowth and herbage.

A distinctive feature of the Amur hedgehog is its lighter coloration, which takes on
a light brown hue. The fur on the abdomen is stiff, bristly, and brown. On the back
there are needles that reach 24 millimeters. Its body length is 18-26 millimeters,
and its tail is 16-28 millimeters. Its weight varies from season to season. It ranges
from 234 to 1092 grams.

During the daytime this animal spends in a nest of leaves or grass. But its active
period begins at night or when dusk falls. In cloudy weather, they may be active
during the whole day.

For the most part, hedgehogs feed on various fruits (apples, raspberries,
blackberries), mushrooms, mosses, acorns. Also large insects (beetles, spiders,
locusts, caterpillars, earthworms) and bird eggs. Larger species of hedgehogs may
prey on lizards, frogs, and mice. Being resistant to poisons, hedgehogs also attack
poisonous snakes and scorpions.

They benefit by eating insects that harm plants. They can also become prey to
other larger animals. People keep them as pets.
