Brown bear scientific style

Once the brown bear was common throughout Europe, including England
and Ireland, in the south its range reached northwest Africa (Atlas Bear),
and in the east through Siberia and China it reached Japan. It probably
came to North America about 40,000 years ago from Asia, through the
Bering Isthmus, and spread widely in the western part of the continent
from Alaska to northern Mexico.

Now the brown bear has disappeared in most of its range; in other regions
it is small in number. In Western Europe, its fragmented populations
survived in the Pyrenees, the Cantabrian mountains, the Alps and the
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Apennines. Quite common in Scandinavia and Finland, found in the forests
of Central Europe and the Carpathians. It is declared a national animal in
Finland.

In Asia, it is distributed from Western Asia, Palestine, northern Iragq and
Iran to northern China and the Korean Peninsula. In Japan, it is found on
the island of Hokkaido. In North America it is known under the name
"grizzly" (formerly the North American brown bear was isolated as a
separate species); it is abundant in Alaska, western Canada, with limited
populations in the northwestern United States. The range of the brown bear
in Russia occupies almost the entire forest zone, with the exception of its
southern regions. The northern border of the range coincides with the
southern border of the tundra.

Brown bear journalistic style

In the Old Slavonic language, its name meant "the one who knows
honey." The owners of the forest really like honey.

Despite the fact that the brown bear is often considered a predator, this
Is not entirely true. Three-quarters of his diet comes from plant foods.

Brown bears mark their domain by peeling off the bark from the
bottom of the trees.

Once upon a time, the brown bear had a common ancestor with the polar
bear, but their evolutionary paths diverged millions of years ago
(interesting facts about the polar bear).

An especially large specimen of a brown bear can weigh up to 550-600
kg with a body length of over 2.5 meters.

At short distances, the brown bear, despite its apparent clubfoot, is able to
easily reach a speed of 60 km / h. You can't run away from him.

These animals are great at climbing trees, but adult bears do not, since they
are too heavy and the branches cannot stand them.

A newborn teddy bear weighs only about 400-500 grams on average, much
less than a human baby.

The clubfoot brown bear was nicknamed because of the peculiarities of its
walking. He first strides with two left paws, and then with two right paws,
that is, he walks in an amble.

The length of bear claws can reach 10-12 centimeters.
Before hibernation, brown bears gain about 200 kg of fat reserves.

Of all the animals living in central Russia, the brown bear is the largest
(interesting facts about forest animals).

The brown bear usually uses the same den throughout its life.
Bear's milk is three times as high as cow's milk.
The brown bear can swim across rivers and bays up to 5-7 kilometers wide.



Following the trail of prey, he is able to chase her tirelessly for tens of
Kilometers.

Brown bears grow up to 10-11 years old. At the same time, they live on
average 25-30 years, but in captivity they usually live twice as long.

They climb a mountain much faster than descend from it, because their
hind legs are longer than their front legs.

On average, a brown bear hibernates from 80 to 180 days, depending on
the climate in which it lives.

In case of a lack of familiar food, the brown bear may even become a
scavenger for a while.
