There are many monuments to dogs in the world. | want to tell
you about one of them. "White BIM Black Ear" - the mascot of
Voronezh. Writer Gavriil troepolsky was born and lived here. In
1971, he wrote a book about a dog looking for its owner in the
hospital. The book is about the great friendship of an elderly
man and a devoted, affectionate setter BIM.
The famous Voronezh sculptors E.Pak and I. dikunov put the
monument directly on the pavement, without a pedestal, so that
children would caress and hug the dog, Pat it by the bronze ear.
You can read on her collar:" his name is BIM. He's waiting for
his master. People, don't hurt him." The monument is located in
the very center of Voronezh, on the square, right in front of the
Puppet Theater. He sits on the pavement and looks at people
very trustingly, because he is their friend. He's waiting for his
master to come.
The monument was opened in 1998. Since then, the square in
front of the Puppet theater with a bimka, as children
affectionately call it, has become a favorite place of citizens.
There are always a lot of cheerful and noisy children around the
monument. They hug the dog, take photos, and leave food for it
as if it's alive.
Unfortunately, Gabriel troepolsky did not see the monument to
his BIM, because He died before it was opened.

On the Smolenskaya embankment in Moscow, not far from the
newly built building of the British Embassy, there is a
surprisingly plausible sculpture dedicated to Sherlock Holmes
and his companion Watson, who are among the famous heroes
of the literary world. Sherlock Holmes was included in the
Guinness book of world records as the most popular movie
character in the world. Over a hundred films have been made
about him.

This is the only sculpture in the world where the legendary pair
of detectives is represented together. Figures of characters in
Conan Doyle's works are depicted in human growth. Next to Dr.
Watson, who is sitting on a bench, is Sherlock Holmes, holding
in his right hand, an essential attribute of his image — a pipe.
The opening of the monument took place in April 2007 and was
dedicated to the 120th anniversary of the date of the first issue
of the book" Study in scarlet " by Arthur Conan Doyle, who
managed to create a story about the famous detective.

The author of the monument Andrey Orlov worked on the
sculptural composition for 4 months, and it took 800 kilograms
of bronze to make the bronze statue.
