A monument to the heroes of the works of Arthur Conan Doyle detective Sherlock
Holmes and Dr. John Watson was opened for the 120th anniversary of the publication
of Conan Doyle's story about the adventures of the great detective "Study in crimson
tones ". The author of the monument was the sculptor Andrey Orlov, who created
images of heroes based on the works of Sidney Paget — the first lllustrator of stories
about the adventures of Sherlock Holmes. The monument was created as part of the
project "sculptural compositions "Of the international charitable public Foundation"
Dialogue of Cultures — United world".

The monument to Sherlock Holmes and Dr. Watson in Moscow was erected on April
27,2007 on Smolenskaya embankment near the British Embassy.

Sherlock Holmes is a literary character created by Arthur Conan Doyle. The prototype
of Holmes is considered to be Dr. Joseph bell, a colleague of Conan Doyle, who worked
at the Royal Edinburgh hospital and was famous for his ability to guess the smallest
details of a person's character, occupation and past.

Dr. Watson is a character in Arthur Conan Doyle's Sherlock Holmes stories. Friend,
assistant, and biographer of Sherlock Holmes. Most of Conan Doyle's books about
Holmes are told in Watson's name.

The growth figures, made of bronze, depict Sherlock Holmes standing with a pipe in his
right hand and his left hand behind his back. John Watson is shown sitting on a bench
with a pencil and Notepad. There is still room on the bench so that those who want to
take photos with famous characters can sit on it. This is the only monument where
Holmes and Watson are depicted together. VasilyLivanov joked that if someone sits on
a bench next to Watson and puts their hand on a Notepad, many problems will be
solved, but if you touch the tube of Holmes, you can get into a criminal history.

Looking at the sculpture, you want to plunge into the events that happened to the
characters. Riddles, adventures-that's all you want after visiting the monument.
