We all know that people like to put up monuments to their heroes: soldiers and
generals, poets and writers, artists and composers. There are monuments to ani-
mals-for their loyalty and devotion. But there are monuments to those who have
never lived in our world—literary heroes. Why? Yes, because many of the charac-
ters in the books have done just as much for people. Every day they give readers all
over the world happiness, teach them to be kind and loyal, courageous and noble.
The monument to Alexander Tvardovsky and Vasily Terkin appeared in the vastness
of the regional center in 1995. A week before the fiftieth anniversary of the great
Victory, a Grand opening was held. The monument is located in the city centre and
author of a work of art called the local sculptor A. Sergeeva.

Looking at the monument, you see as
if two people are sitting there, talking easily. The poet himself is sitting slouched, a
greatcoat on his shoulders, a planchette on his side. | think the planchette is not in
vain indicated in such an incredible sculpture, because the poet wrote a lot of po-
ems during the war, and, consequently, kept his works in it. And Terkin with an ac-
cordion. He is a resilient, strong, optimistic and invincible Russian soldier. As an ob-
elisk to those who died for their Homeland, who survived, and who began to build
a new country. Apparently, they are having a friendly conversation, discussing how
they will live after the war. Terkin is a patriot who, for the sake of life on earth, is

ready to endure the exorbitant hardships of military everyday life.
