History of the Monument

The monument to Alexander Tvardovsky and Vasily Terkin
was opened on the eve of the celebration of the 50th anniversary of
Victory in the Great Patriotic War. The author of the monument,
sculptor Albert Sergeev was awarded the title of "Honorary Citizen
of the City of Smolensk" for this work.

The front-line poet and his best literary hero were cast in
bronze. But how alive. Vasily Terkin, immortalized in bronze, is not
only a recognition of the merits of the author who invented it, but
also glory to the special Russian character.

Poet lvan Bunin believed that in the poem "Vasily Terkin™
there is not a single false word, but only freedom, wonderful daring
and apt, precise, unusually elegant soldier's language. And although
there are still disputes about where Vasya Terkin is from, the
Smolensk people consider him their fellow countryman.

The interviewees Alexander Tvardovsky and Vasily Terkin
look like living, interested in each other interlocutors. The fatigue of
the front-line poet is understandable: an overcoat on his shoulders, a
planchette on his side. It probably contains new materials from the
front line and new verses. And the one with the accordion. He is a
cheerful, strong, optimistic and invincible Russian soldier. As an
obelisk to those who died for their Motherland, who survived, and
who began to build a new country.
