Amur pillars

Amur pillars — a kind of stone complex, which consists of granite
rocks of the most bizarre shapes, striking tourists with its variety and
mystery.

Each post has its own name, but no one will know who gave it and
when. Many people say that forest spirits live here, and the stones have
magic power and a special purpose.

Some scientists believe that the Amur pillars of the Khabarovsk
territory have a natural origin and magmas are remnants that came to the
surface under the influence of gases accumulated underground. Other
researchers believe that the Amur pillars were formed during the
weathering of rocks, the soft ones disintegrated due to winds and rains,
and the harder ones-did not succumb to natural erosion and survived.

Traveling to the Amur pillars requires endurance and good physical
training. To boulders Since the path runs through the taiga, special
attention should be paid to protection from blood-sucking insects. In
addition, you need to navigate well in the area and on the map, because
it is very easy to get lost in the taiga. There are also bears, which,
although they do not attack first, but it is better not to fight off the tour
group and do not walk alone.
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Many boulders are almost invisible behind trees because of their
small size, which makes it much more difficult to find them. The main
paths are laid to the Shaman stone. At its base, you can see carved altars.
It is believed that this stone has healing properties, so many people come
to it to ask for health and spiritual healing.
