Excursion to the petroglyphs of Gobustan.

Dear guests, today our excursion
will be dedicated to the
petroglyphs of Gobustan.

The Museum of Petroglyphs is
the name of Gobustan, but we
will talk about petroglyphs later.
First, let's find out what
Gobustan is.

Gobustan is a mountainous place in the southeast of the Caucasian ridge,
located 60 km from Baku

And now about the petroglyphs. Petroglyphs are rock carvings left by
people. These primitive works of art reflect the worldview and traditions of ancient
people. Looking at this stone, you will see scenes of hunting a mountain goat,
ritual dances with spears. After that, images of horse and foot hunting, scenes of
collective labor, women at the hearth appeared - you can see all these rock
paintings on the following stones. Closer to the Middle Ages, drawings decrease in
size, become more schematic.

The age of the petroglyphs is different, the oldest is 25-30 thousand years
old. In 1939, archaeologist I.
Jafarzadeh began the first
archaeological research on the
petroglyphs of Gobustan. Since
then, research has been carried out
to this day. Today it is a real open-
air museum. Thousands of people
from all over the world visit this

8 stone art gallery every year.

Dear guests, today we will visit a tour of the petroglyphs of the archaeological landscape of Tamgaly.
They are a unique ancient monument of rock art. In 2004 it was included in the UNESCO World Heritage
List. You see the Sanctuary of the Sun worshipers, it was discovered in the late 1950s, with a lot of rock
carvings. A more thorough study of it began twenty years later. The sanctuary became the national
symbol of Kazakhstan.

This unique open-air sanctuary has attracted the attention of
scientists. In 1957, the Semirechensky detachment under the
leadership of A.M. Maksimova examined rock paintings. The
group included a researcher A.M. Orazbaev. The petroglyphs
were opened by the photographer A.A. Popov. Also, a school
of rock art researchers was formed under the leadership of
AN. Maryashev and others. Scientists attribute this monument
to the Andronov culture. This period is characterized by the depiction of bulls, horses, hunting scenes.

The opinions of people were different, but they adhere to the fact that it was an ancient sanctuary.

Hello, my name is Maria, today | am your
guide. | would like to tell you about the
petroglyphs of Saimala-Tash.

Petroglyphs are rock carvings embossed

on smooth surfaces.
Saimaly-Tash is a unique monument of art and history.

Petroglyphs are a source of knowledge of the history and worldview of
the peoples who lived on the Tan Shan.

It is also a place of worship and performance of rituals of the local
population. This group of drawings is very ancient and numerous.
Drawings were made with bronze and iron tools. Next, | want to tell
you about the Saimaly-Tash tract. The petroglyphs of Saimaly-Tash are
located 120 km northeast of the city of Jalal-Abad high in the
mountains of the Ferkan range, at an altitude of about 3000-3450
meters above sea level and, therefore, are difficult to access.

In conclusion of my tour, | want to say that the tract is available for
visiting only in the month of August. The rest of the time, the mountain
range is covered with snow.
