We are used to seeing mostly monuments erected to great
people who have made a huge contribution to our country. What
was my surprise when I found out that the literary hero of the work
of R. Raspe Munchausen erected a monument, and more than one.
Munchausen was an irrepressible visionary and a talented
storyteller.

In my opinion, it is because of this that reading this work is
insanely interesting and exciting. After all, in his stories, where he
just did not visit: on the moon, in the stomach of a huge fish, fleeing
from the Turkish Sultan, hunting a bear in the wild of Russia, and so
on and so on...

The monument to Munchausen was erected on the initiative of
the public organization "Granddaughters of Munchausen" on June
18, 2005 in the Central Park of Kaliningrad on the day of the 750th
anniversary of the city. The sculpture was a gift from the German
city of Bodenwerder (the birthplace of the Baron).

In my opinion, all the monuments installed to Baron
Munchausen are similar to each other in that they very clearly
correspond to his image. They convey his character, sense of humor
ind ability not to lose heart ) in life.

character, but also a real person. It is known for certain
that once he was passing through Konigsberg, now
called Kaliningrad. This happened in 1740, when the
Baron went from his native Bodenwerder to St.
Petersburg, to serve the Russian Tsar.

It is not known for certain what the Baron did in
Konigsberg, but now the club “Grandkids of
Munchausen”operates in Kaliningrad. Thanks to this
club, in August 2011, a monument to the Baron by
the German master of art forging Georg Petau appeared
in the city.

Not far from the place where the forged Munchausen
boot is now installed, the "Grandkids” pulled an old boot
from the bottom of the pregoli river. The find was
immediately ranked among the things of the legendary
Baron. The story of the loss of this boot sounds as true
and incredible as all the other stories of Munchausen.

From now on, this boot is immortalized in metal, and
with its help, anyone can join the club of Munchausen
fans — just put on the legendary shoes and, holding the
hilt of the Baron's sword, swear never to lie, as did its
glorious owner.
