was depicted with the main character of the legendary poem.

Alexander trifonovich Tvardovsky is a Talented person who gave the
world many works, one of the most famous works of Tvardovsky-
the poem "Vasily Terkin" and a monument is dedicated in the
center of Smolensk. The monument looks cozy, the writer and his
fictional hero are sitting next to each other and seem to be talking
about something. | don't know how to explain it, but there's
something good about the monument. Talking Alexander
Tvardovsky and Vasily Terkin look like lively, interested in each
other interlocutors. The fatigue of the front-line poet is
understandable: a greatcoat is on his shoulders, a planchette is on
his side. It probably contains new materials from the frontline and
new poems. And the one with the accordion. He is a resilient,
strong, optimistic and invincible Russian soldier.

The monument was opened on the eve of the fiftieth anniversary of
the great Victory — may 2, 1995. It is made of bronze. Literary
evenings dedicated to the great poet are held here. This is a one-of-
a-kind monument, and we should certainly be proud of it!
